EMPLOYMENT CLASS:  Learn how to find jobs in Aviano!  This workshop enhances the marketability and employability of spouses and active duty members and thoroughly dis-
cusses improving your job search skills.   
 
PRE-DEPLOYMENT BRIEFING:  This class is required for all those going TDY or deploying for more than 30 days and will fulfill your pre-deployment checklist requirement.   
 
PRE-SEPARATION BRIEFING  By law, all transitioning military personnel are required to receive pre-separation counseling no later than 90 days prior to separating from active 
duty.  During pre-separation counseling, you will learn about your benefits and rights, as well as the services that are available.  
 
REINTEGRATION BRIEFING  The reintegration process is designed to assist Airmen and family members who have endured hardships and sacrifices associated with deployment.  It 
is a collective effort from base agencies to effectively reintegrate the members into the home front, work center, and the community.   
 
SMOOTH MOVE  Provides a consolidated 2-hr briefing of relocation services brought to you by Wing agencies such as AMC, TMO Household goods, Finance, Housing, Legal, etc. 
and equips you with all the information you will need for a Smooth Move PCS from Aviano AB, Italy.  “Mandatory for all company grade officers (O1-O3), enlisted AB to TSgt (E1-E6) 
and highly encouraged for all other ranks” 
 
SPONSORSHIP TRAINING  All first time active duty sponsors and those who have not had training in over a year are required to attend sponsorship training. The training reviews the 
basic requirements of sponsorship and provides useful resources to better assist the newcomer. 
 
TRANSITION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 4-DAY WORKSHOP  TAP workshops are conducted by trained DOL facilitators.  Participants will learn to write effective resumes and 
cover letters, interviewing techniques and successful job search methods. On the 4th day the VA Representative will provide a benefits briefing. 
 
KEY SPOUSE TRAINING @ La Bella Vista Club.  Meetings are held every other month with guest speakers to provide additional information and resources for the key spouses “tool 
kit.” It also gives the key spouses an opportunity to share ideas to enhance the unit’s key spouse program.

DEPLOYED SPOUSES DINNER:  A complimentary dinner for the spouses and children of deployed members which provides an informal networking opportunity and support system 
for the families. 
 
MONEY TALK:  This money management class includes goal setting, financial planning, credit reports and debt management.   Individuals leave the class with important tools neces-
sary to become financially sound. 
 
RENTAL & SELF-EMPLOYMENT INCOME ñTax Prepò:  If you have rental property in the US or are self-employed (meaning you run your own business or will receive a 1099-
MISC for services rendered), this class will provide an overview of what you need to know in order to correctly file your 2011 income taxes. 
 
POST 9/11 GI Bill   A new educational benefit program for individuals who served on active duty on or about September 11, 2001.  This program provides up to 36 months of benefits 
and is administered by the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA).
