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 Did you know that each time you 
use your debit card or credit card 
for a Euro transaction that you 
are charged typically 1-3% in 
foreign transaction fees?  So if 

you use your credit card at a local travel agency, de-
partment store, restaurant,  etc., you are being 
charged 1-3% service charge.  Next time you look at 
your bank statement review foreign transaction fees.   
 

 How  can you avoid these fees?  By having a Euro 
account with an Italian debit card (one popular Euro 
debit card is called Bancomat) there are no ATM fees 
or foreign transaction fees.  Additionally with a Euro 
account, you can set up an account to use the 
Telepass (instead of paying tolls and waiting in line on 
the Autostrada, the tolls are automatically debited). 
Italian banks also offer on-line banking so that you 
may also pay rent and some bills on-line.
